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School Meal Price Increase

After careful consideration, due to high inflation and rising cost pressures, we will be reluctantly increasing
the cost of a hot school dinner from £2.30 to £2.50 for the new academic year. We have benchmarked
our price against other local secondary schools and believe we still offer fantastic value for money. The
free school meal allowance will be increased accordingly.

Cheaper alternatives are still available e.g. sandwiches, jacket potatoes etc.

School Timetables and Option choices

All students will receive their new school timetable on Tuesday 5 September during form time (Sixth form
students will receive theirs when they enrol on Tuesday or Wednesday). We strongly suggest that they
do not transfer these into their planner until they have been through one full 2-week cycle of their
timetable in case of any changes.
